its tragic hesitations and missed opportunities.  He describes the heroism of the British 

and Anzac troops …His sympathetic account provided the basis for the film Gallipoli 

and won the first Duff Cooper Prize for Literature.’ 

A paperback book with some black and white illustrations, an index and references, 

but no maps or diagrams.

This hardback book is divided into chapters devoted to aspects of World War I, 

such as The Commanders, The Armies, The Air War, Decorations and Medals, 

and Places of Special Interest. The information is illustrated with maps, diagrams, 

photographs and cartoons.

A small book of black and white and sepia photographs from various 

sources with descriptions, a note of the source of the photograph, and

This book is divided into chapters with topics such as The Landing, Daily 

Warfare, Daily Life, Dwellings, etc.  Each chapter is filled with

A photographic record of the Western Front, with the book being divided into 

chapters including The Support Lines, The Stretcher bearers, Frozen Wastes, 

Billets and Blighties and Counting the Cost.  There are short explanations at the 

beginning of each chapter, and some photos have hand written diary entries.

This book is of images of the First World War, with photographs, diagrams, 

cartoons, maps, aerial photographs and other memorabilia photos.  Chapter

      A large format resource directed to schools and the local community in  

      general.  It ‘investigates how the Great War affected Australian schools and 

      local communities and prompted service responses of different kinds.’

      There is advice to teachers, references to other useful publications, lists of 

      appropriate web sites for students and teachers to use, a DVD and a poster.

     A large coffee table sized books whose six chapters cover such topics as A  

     Divided Europe, Desperate Measures, and Victory at a Price.  Each chapter
